Mooring Committee Information

MEMBERS TAKE NOTE!!! The newly published TYC
Mooring Requirements are being invoked on the
membership to enable TYC to continue to maintain
control of mooring locations, within the currently
used portion of the Gov't designated Special
Anchorage area, for future member use.

NOTE: The Clubs' ability to continue maintaining control
over the member used portion of the anchorage area, with-
out outside (State of Conn or New London Harbormaster)
direction, is predicated on member submittal of a State of
Connecticut "Mooring Space Application". FAILURE OF A
MEMBER TO SUBMIT THIS APPLICATION ANNUALLY
COULD RENDER THEIR MOORING LOCATION AS
'OPEN SPACE' FOR POSSIBLE NEW LONDON HARBOR-
MASTER MOORING ASSIGNMENT.

As the number of members and more importantly the
size of members' boats continues to increase, the exist-
ing mooring locations are becoming too closely
spaced to safely accommodate the bigger boats.
Therefore the mooring committee has standardized
minimum mooring ground tackle sizes and will be
reinforcing its' controlling role in the assignment or
reassignment of member mooring locations.

While members have always been and will continue
to be responsible for their mooring ground tackle, the
mooring vs vessel size standards invoked by the new
requirements are intended to ensure that mooring
capacity and chain scope matches the members' boat
type/size and location. In order to maintain the safe-
ty of surrounding members' boats, any member plan-
ning a boat change on their current or other mooring
location, must notify the Mooring Committee for
location verification.

In addition the mooring ground tackle must be
inspected for soundness every two years and compli-
ance certified on the "Mooring Space Application".

NOTE: Members ownership is limited to their mooring
HARDWARE and NOT the mooring LOCATION. You can
only sell the mooring hardware!

Mooring Owners—It has come to our attention that
many members still think that when Jim Fonk puts on
or takes off a mooring ball that he is also inspecting
the mooring chain, anchor, etc. He has not provided
that service since 2001 when he was taken to task by
a few members who felt the inspection was unwar-
ranted and too costly. Consequently, you need to tell
Jim exactly what you need done and when. Do your-
selves another favor and call him at home (860-848-
9840) after three p.m. to arrange services. Do not
catch him at the dock in between dives. He rarely has
the time to write your requests down.

B. Costick--Mooring Chairman

24. Mooring rules established by the Thames Yacht
Club will govern all Club Members. The Mooring
Committee is responsible for control of the mooring

area utilized by Thames Yacht Club members under
the auspices of Federal, State and Local Regulations.

A. The Club and Members may not rent or loan a
mooring to a non-member for more than 10 days per
calendar year. Special exceptions may be appealed to
the Executive Committee for an extension not to
exceed 21 days in any calendar year. The fee shall
be $15.00 per night, except such fee may be
increased on a per nightly basis for special events, to
no more than $25.00 per night, at the discretion of
the Executive Committee.

B. Vacant moorings, when available, are $15.00 per
night with the owners permission as previously
determined by the Mooring Committee. The fee may
be raised to $25.00 per night for special events at the
discretion of the Executive Committee.
