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Tips to Follow for a More Effective Launch Service
By Jim Reyburn

Want to help make the club launch service the best on the
Connecticut shoreline? Consider these tips:

o To hail the launch from your boat, use your VHF radio
(Channel 71) if at all possible. If you can't raise the launch on
the radio or you don't have a radio, give three short blasts on
your horn.

o Get back to the launch when you get a response if only to let
the operator know that you've heard him. " Most people use:
"('Your boat name) standing by on 71." This verifies to the
operator that you received his transmission.

o Be sure to keep your radio on for a while before pickup, if
possible. Sometimes the launch operator runs into an unex-
pected delay and he'll radio that he'll be late.

o Unless it's a very slow day, don't ask for pickup at a certain
time when you're dropped off. The launch might be busy then.

Always radio or toot three when you're ready for pickup.

0 Be completely ready to leave your boat before making a pick-

up call. Sometimes the launch arrives to find that the outboard
has to be lifted off the bracket and stowed or a sail cover still has
to be put on, and so forth. This, of course, slows the launch serv-
ice and it's unfair to others waiting for a ride.

o Try to get your crew or guests together to make one trip to your
boat. That saves the launch from having to make repeated trips
with one or two crew members.

o Always sit on the launch thwarts, not the gunnels. Wave action
or a sudden motion could hurl gunnel riders overboard. The
possible result: serious injury.

o Wait until the launch comes to a full stop before disembarking.
Hopping from a moving launch can cause real problems. It's not
easy to sail with a leg in a cast or an arm in a sling.

o Remember that children under 12 must wear a life jacket
when riding the launch .

Employing these tips will help assure getting back and forth to
your boat in the safest, and most efficient manner possible.
